WHEREAS, it is in the public interest to improve sustainable economic opportunity in the form of jobs; and,

WHEREAS, trails and associated business can generate jobs such as trail crews, guides, outfitters,
information services and interpretation & education, allowing residents to remain in the
Southeast community of their choice; and,

WHEREAS, trails improve the health, recreation and quality of life for residents in a community; and,

WHEREAS, a network of Southeast communities joining together will have greater trail marketing
opportunities in the form of regional maps and comprehensive information; and,

WHEREAS, surface transportation is an important issue for the Southeast region region and communities,
and it is in the public interest to utilize existing and future surface transportation
opportunities in these communities; and,

WHEREAS, the Alaska Marine Highway System will play a central role in the success of Southeast
communities and the SEAtrails (Southeast Alaska trail system).

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the council of the Organized Village of Kake wholeheartedly endorse
the concept of the SEAtrails; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED OVK endorses and supports the creation of a coalition of communities,
government agencies, trail organizations and citizens.
